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IF GOD IS FOR US WHO CAN BE AGAINST US?
(Romans 8:31) To fully understand this text we need to
explore what its context is. The verses preceding this
say: “what then shall we say to these things”

What things is Paul alluding to? It is the wonderful news

that we have a God who is watching over us and who is

also at work for our good. So it doesn’t matter who may
be against us when Almighty God Himself is for us.

This is the secret of being a part of God’s forever family.
Those who do not know God have no concept that He will
watch over them and work on their behalf freely and
lovingly.

We may go through seasons of struggle but if we look
back over these we can often see that God worked in
them for a greater purpose. We may have chosen a

wrong path but God does not abandon or punish us, He
helps turn it around for our learning and growth.

Read the previous verses 28-30 and you will see that God
has called us according to His purpose.

‘Things work together for good’ everything is
constructive.

‘All things’ means God’s good work is also
comprehensive.

'‘Called according to His purpose’ is conditional to
those He has called.

Are you co-operating, seeking to walk according to
His guidance and living confidently as a child of the
King?
