Do you ever compare yourself to someone else? 
 

Nothing destroys your peace of mind faster than comparing. It shows a lack 
of understanding and you often make unwise choices. In Genesis we read 
that Cain compared himself to his younger brother, Abel. And how did that 
end? Cain murdered Abel – the 2nd sin to happen.  
 

In John 21:23 we read that the disciples compared notes to see who among 
them would suffer and who would be spared.  
 

We can compare ourselves to others, thinking that we are better, and this 
leads to pride. Remember the Pharisee in Luke 18:11 – he made a great 
show of thanking God because he was better than everybody else. Pride 
was Satan’s downfall. That is why he loves it when we struggle in the same 
trap.  
 

We can compare ourselves to others, thinking that we are inferior and not 
good enough and this leads to low self-esteem and keeps us focused on 
ourselves. 
 

In Acts 10:34 we read that God does not play favourites and we need to 
start believing that. Society creates a sense of entitlement and then Satan 
reminds us of all the other people who have attained what we want. This 
propels us further down the road to discontentment.  
 

Satan’s lies have a little truth mixed in, which makes them harder to 
recognise. We need to refute them by saturating ourselves with the 
truth…..it is only by learning the Scriptures that we can sort them out.  
 

We need to learn that we will never be able to figure God out but only just 
trust Him.  
 

Isaiah 55:9 – For as the heavens are higher than the earth, so are My 
ways higher than your ways and My thoughts than your thoughts. 

 

Instead of comparing, start using and appreciating what God has 
blessed you with.
